¶ Take the Mt. Gretna Exit (PA Route 117). 
¶ At the stop sign, turn Left on Route 117. 
¶ Take the first Right on Old Mine Rd. (very soon!). 
¶ Go under an old railroad bridge and travel about İ mile to camp  
       entrance on Right. 

When you turn into camp: 

¶ Please proceed up the hill, past the barn on your left, and 
then down the hill to the office. 

¶ Please Drive Slowly into and out of camp. 
¶ At the office on Monday a happy, smiling staff member will 
greet you and direct you to the proper registration area.
